WHAT CHARACTERIZES A ‘COLD PEACE’: THE SYMBOLISM
BEHIND THE SHIFT FROM WAR TO PEACE BETWEEN ISRAEL AND
EGYPT: EGYPTIAN POSTAGE STAMPS AS A CASE STUDY, 1973-1982

This article investigates the role of postage stamps in the Egyptian regime’s quest
to legitimize its shift from conflict to peace with Israel from 1973 to 1982, starting
with the formulation of the first Egyptian-Isracli Disengagement Agreement
through the signing of the peace treaty in 1979 and up to Israel’s final withdrawal
from the Sinai Peninsula. The Egyptian regime used philately to promote the
notion that the peace treaty with Israel was consistent with Egyptian national
hegemonic ideals, and used old, familiar and well-established symbols to do so
which were reinterpreted and re-conceptualized in the spirit of Egypt’s new policy.
In terms of iconography, peace with Israel was depicted as an extension of the
Egyptian supra-narratives of “liberation” and “revival”, rather than as a departure
from them towards a new policy orientation. This iconography was meant to
bolster the Egyptian regime’s information dissemination campaign to accept the
controversial political transition, ease the cognitive dissonance in Egyptian public
opinion and ultimately enhance the legitimacy of its groundbreaking peace treaty

with its former enemy.

ZIONISM AND THE TEMPLE MOUNT, PALESTINIAN
